Below is a question/answer section on sibling care. Returning families have a good understanding of how it works, but new families may not.

What is sibling care? Sibling care is a service offered at CHESSIE to ease transportation for families. Sibling care is offered only to registered CHESSIE students 
(not preschool children, not unregistered children, not visitors). A family may drop off all of their students at the time that one student begins science or sports and pick up when all students are finished with science and their scheduled sports time. 

The exception to this is that only the siblings of kindergarten students that start science or sports at 11:00 may be dropped off at CHESSIE from 10:00-11:00. Students that start science or sports later than 11:00 may not attend sibling care that hour. We have a small staff for the first hour of the day. 

We ask that families use good judgement when leaving their students with us for the day. You know your younger children better than we do and if you know that your first grader will be ready to go home after their science and scheduled sports time, then you will want to pick them up when they finish and not have them spend extra hours at CHESSIE. 

Can I use sibling care if I have just one child? 
No--you must have more than one child to have "siblings" in "sibling care".

Can I use sibling care if I am carpooling with someone? Please e-mail klvprsn5@gmail.com if you are carpooling and need to use sibling care until the other students in your carpool are finished. We need to have a record of families that would like to use sibling care for a carpool.

Sibling care fee update for the 2025-2026 school year: Until this year, sibling care has been a gift to our families and there has been no charge. We recognize that sibling care causes our staff to work harder, 
with the responsibility of overseeing more students. Therefore, a charge is being implemented for the 2025-2026 school year. 

In order to continue keeping our costs affordable for families, the charge is the minimum needed to meet our budget. The word "family" in each line refers to the total amount when adding the time that all students in one family are in sibling care. For example if Joey uses (1 hour) Zeke (1 hour) Catie (30 min), your total family usage of sibling care is 2.5 hours each week. 

Fees for the 2025-2026 school year are listed below.
· If your family is using 1.5 - 2.5 hours each week we meet, there is a fee of $5 per month.
· If your family is using greater than 2.5 hours each week we meet, there is a fee of $10 per month.
· If your family is using less than 1.5 hours each week, there is no fee charged.
